Along North, Division, Milwaukee and Damen Avenues, you will 
find an unbelievable blend of vintage shops amid independently-
owned boutiques touting fashions for both men and women, and 
luxury home goods and beauty products. On the same blocks are 
nationally-recognized names in fashion, and a mix of major retail 
chains that have also set up shop to satisfy the on-trend crowds.
